6. If UGC or other apex institutes have issued notices regarding admission to MPhil/PhD admissions
controlled by PGBTR department, the same should be considered for admission. The concerned should have
a close look at the admission prospectus of PGTR department in this regard, Sadar M. Phil/P, If the seats
reserved for the backward class students in the admission for this course remain vacant instead of the
availability of students, a special drive will be organized by the concerned department to fill them under the
same backward category. Also, if the admission seats in the backward category remain vacant even afier
organizing a special campaign, no. 5 mentioned herein dt. 11.7 to be paid as per Government Decision dated
1997.

Recommendations made by the Sub-Committee of the Standing Committee of the Special Chamber
(University Administration and Post-Graduate Division) regarding Backward Class Vacancies in
M.Phil/PhD Student Admission, to Hon. Actions should be taken as per the approval given by the
Chancellor and the Standing Committee.
